ACTS OF CONSCIENCE

On January 20, the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) reaffirmed a rule that virtually all private health care plans must cover sterilization, abortifacients, and contraception.


The exemption provided for "religious employers" is so narrow that it fails to cover the vast majority of faith-based organizations, including Catholic hospitals, universities, and service organizations that help millions every year.  Ironically, not even Jesus & his disciples would have qualified, because of their commitment to serve others.


On February 10, President Obama stated that he would retain HHS’s nationwide mandate of insurance coverage of sterilization and contraception, including some abortifacients, and then he announced some changes in how that mandate will be administered, which is still unclear in its details.


This does not change the urgent need for legislation to correct the mandate’s threats to religious liberty and conscience rights.  The Respect for Rights of Conscience Act has been introduced in Congress (H.R. 1179, S. 1467) to ensure that those who participate in the health care system “retain the right to provide, purchase, or enroll in health coverage that is consistent with their religious beliefs and moral convictions.”  It is more important than ever that Members of Congress be urged to co-sponsor this measure – or thanked if they are already co-sponsoring the bill. Please ensure that the rights of conscience of all participants in our nation’s health care system are respected.”

TO THE PEOPLE OF THE PARISH


Once again we approach the season of Lent which this year begins this week on Wednesday, February 22.  It is a time of our Church year when we are to tone down our lives to become more reflective and penitential.  It reflects the need to seek a greater sense of our need for God’s mercy.


Next to Christmas and Easter, there is no time when churches are more filled than Ash Wednesday.  There is something about this day that touches the hearts and consciences of people who seldom go to church.


Lent is a time for reconciliation: God reconciles Himself with a wounded world by forgiving us many times over.  It seems that more and more people are concerned, that as a world we are moving further away from God.  But, God never moves away from us.  Therefore, we need to be reconciled to God.  It doesn’t mean that we have left the church or even sinned seriously.  But it is a time for us to come to the Lord in a sense of repentance for our failings—great or small.  Maybe this Lent you can make use of the Sacrament of Reconciliation.  It gives us an opportunity to truly change what is going on in our hearts.  This is a Sacrament about giving us peace, not about creating shame.  Shame is the work of the evil one; Peace is the work of the Spirit.  The Sacrament will be offered every Monday evening at 7:30 PM, Saturday at 4:30 PM, and Sunday after the 7:00 PM Mass.  There will also be a Deanery Penance service on March 27 at 7:30 PM at Our Lady of Grace.


Your Spiritual Life can be enriched in a number of ways. Mass is offered Monday through Friday at 7:15 AM and Tuesday and Wednesday Evenings at 7:00 PM.  Also Mass is offered in the other Churches in Hoboken and Weehawken at different times throughout the day.


Devotions to our Lady of Sorrows will be offered each Monday evening at 7:00 PM. Stations of the Cross are also offered at 7:00 PM Friday evening.


As a Parish the Parish Council is presenting a Parish Challenge.  Each week you are asked to bring items for the poor and offer a prayer for the people that your item will be serving that week.  There are different items each week and a target number for the Parish to reach.  This allows us to be united as a parish to pray for those in need, offer some form of almsgiving and remind us of the sacrifices we are making for them.  This is an active way of serving Christ through the people He gives to us.  This also unites our prayer as we collectively pray with one voice as the Parish of

St. Ann.


Liturgically you will notice different things toned down so our Liturgical prayer becomes more reflective as we go on a retreat with the Lord as we approach Easter.


It is my prayer that we pray for each other, that this Lent is a season of change so that we rise with the Lord at Easter, in His Glory.
